Tips for submitting your 5 Minute Fix video:
· Put your phone in airplane mode before starting to shoot
· Always shoot in landscape mode
· Clean your camera lens regularly to wipe away dust and/or grease
· Don’t use the zoom function
· Stay as close as possible to your audio source to ensure you pick up the best quality sound
· Use the exposure lock to keep the video from looking choppy
· Use a tripod to steady your camera if possible
· Take advantage of the time-lapse and slow-motion video features where it makes sense
· Subject matter experts should wear solid color shirts
· Always follow appropriate safety procedures
